HCCC has two campuses — one here in Journal Square and the other in West New York.

Students may pursue a variety of certificates as well as Associate’s degrees, and as 

a result of an articulation agreement with Fairleigh Dickinson University, they may also go on to 

earn bachelor and master degrees while still studying on the HCCC premises. The CAI also offers

The College is in the midst of a remarkable physical transformation.  Projects include: 
 

�  The Culinary Arts Institute/Business Conference Center/Classroom Building at 161 

Newkirk Street is all-new, from-the-ground-up, construction being built in two phases 

(the initial stage is now operational; the second phase of construction is nearly complete). 

The facility will be utilized for instruction in the Culinary and Hospitality Arts, as a

Key to the continuing success of Hudson County Community College’s CAI program is its  
new Culinary Arts Institute/Business Conference Center/Classroom Building. The 72,000  
square-foot, Georgian Revival-style facility is being built in two phases, the first of which was 
completed last year and is currently being utilized by staff and students. The multifunctional  
design of the five-story building includes the Robert E. Clare Reading Room, with over 3,000  
valuable and rare culinary and cooking volumes in its collection; seven “smart classrooms;” a 
conference center and dining room; as well as areas for training in kitchens, bakeries, ice  
sculpting, butchering, dining rooms, and front-desk operations for hotels.

�  70 Sip Avenue has been completely remodeled and restored. The 31,000-plus square-

foot facility is the College’s operational center with a number of student services offices, 

as well as the offices of the President and other administrators and staff. 

�  Historic 25 Pathside, just off the Journal Square PATH Station, has been completely 

renovated to include studios and a gallery for the College’s new Fine Arts program as 

well as classrooms and labs for its Early Childhood Education program. The building is 

also home to the College’s Student Lounge and Office of Student Activities. 

 

�  83-87 Sip Avenue has undergone a “facelift,” and the turquoise metal that masked its 

façade was removed and the building’s brick exterior was restored. 

 

�  Signage by Whitehouse & Company provides the Journal Square and North Hudson 

campuses with a unified look and makes it easier for students and visitors to find their 

way around HCCC.
